World History Syllabus

The historical content covered in this class is divided into six different units, each lasting 2 to 3 weeks.

Most units consist of a series of homework assignments and related classroom activities designed to establish a base understanding of the important themes of the unit, a number of vocabulary words linked to the content, a student-generated timeline assignment, an essay, a research project on a topic of the students' choice, and a unit test.

In addition to the units above, students will engage in two other ongoing strands to help them learn skills needed in later classes, as well as reinforce effective work habits and economic understanding. These strands are:

The Research Project, where students devote a significant portion of the second half of the course to researching a single research topic of their choice and producing a 5-7 page properly documented and formatted research paper. They will also present their findings to the class in a 5-7 minute formal presentation.

The Classroom Economy, where students will be participating in a classroom money system that will help them learn the economic concepts outlined in our Social Studies curriculum. The Classroom Economy also provides other useful functions, including helping to manage daily classroom activities, reinforcing positive school-related choices, and practicing money management and budgeting skills.

A cumulative course final will also be taken on the last day of class, covering (potentially) all the material presented since the first day of class. Students will have ample opportunities and guidance to identify key concepts to help them study and learn the material.
