Composite Baseball Bat Project:

For you to make a bat you will need the following:
 
Supplies:
1. Any type of wood 

2. Catalyst 

3. Wood Glue 

4. Resin 

5. Gloss 

6. Measuring cup 

7. Carbon 

 

Tools:
1. Wood Lathe +Tools 

2. Sandpaper 

 

The following will describe the steps I took to make this bat.
 
 

Step 1
 

            First you pick out the type of wood you want for the core, the knob, and the barrel. Next you cut the core 4in. longer then the length you want so you can put it into the lathe. Then cut it into a 2in. width and height. Then take the wood you picked out for the knob and cut two sides of the ¾ in. piece of wood into 2in. long and 2in. wide pieces. Then cut the other two sides 2in. long and 3 ½ in. wide so they over lap when you glue them to the core. You do the same process with the barrel of the bat but you cut the length of the wood to fit the length of your bat. After your pieces are cut you glue them to the core and clamp them together and wait for them to dry.


Step 2
           
             Chuck the bat up into the lathe so the barrel is pointing towards the motor and start lathing your bat. It helps when you have a factory made bat in front of you to help you shape the bat. After you have lathed your bat and have the desired shape, sand it smooth.
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Step 3
 
            Next take some carbon and cut out a piece long enough and wide enough to fit just the barrel. Next cut a piece for the taper. You can choose to cover the whole bat if you want to this is just how I did it. Next mix your resin with the recommended amount of catalyst and apply the carbon to the bat you have lathed. After it has dried sand it smooth and apply one more coat of resin but this time add gloss with the resin. After that, your bat is complete.
