Welcome to woodshop!  

Students will need to pay their woodshop fee and past woodshop fees before beginning to build.  Due to the crunch in vocational funding there is a $20 fee.  Industrious students will still be able to do complicated or exotic projects that require additional money.  Those fees will tracked as usual and submitted prior to the end of the trimester in the office.
Good, now that we are done with that detail.  Your Son or Daughter is now embarking on the path of the craftsman or craftswoman.  Please show interest in the skills and projects your child will be building.  Direct them toward creating things that will be helpful for themselves and around your house.  Take into account your student’s skill level.   Some examples include: boxes, bowls, planters, cutting boards, clocks, racks, cabinets, repairs, and restorations.  You should expect to see an increase in your student’s ability to create using tools.

This course will consist of techniques in:  (1) safety, (2) project construction, (3) problem solving, and (4) tool use and skill development.

Advanced students will be required to do at least one major project during the semester.  This will require doors and/or drawers or some other advanced element, which must be approved by the teacher.  

Whether your child is a beginner or an experienced woodworker he/she will be learning how to:  select appropriate projects for them, functionally draft projects, estimate and buy appropriate materials, calculate costs, select effective tools for their job, practice safe tool use, develop workmanship skills to construct and finish their project.  Students will be operating power machines and tools and will be required complete safety testing before they can use them. 

GRADES WILL BE BASED ON:

1.  Daily performance and assignments……………………… Approximately 90%

2.  Final projects …… Approximately 10%

ABSENCES:  Since woodshop is a vocational class and simulates a work environment absences will affect student grades in the following manner:

Attendance:

0 to 4 absences = no penalty.

5 to 8 absences = drop of one grade.

9 or more absences = “F”

Tardies:
0 to 4 tardy = no penalty.

5th  tardy results in parental conference and one class period for each tardy above 4 to be made up.
Absences may be made up.  Two lunch periods spent working on your own project equals one day make up.  It is best to make up for planned absences before the absence.
*Exceptions will be dealt with on an individual basis.
