I/we understand that it is the responsibility of the parent(s)/guardian(s) to ensure the supervisor is 1) providing their son or daughter with a safe environment, and 2) following all necessary safety procedures.
The district is not sponsoring the activities and will not be responsible or liable for any activities the students choose for the senior project/product/applied activity.
